FINDING OUT IF YOU CAN GET A BOND


If Housing Advice services consider you meet the criteria and are suitable for the bond, they will give you an application form to fill in. This needs to be returned to the Bond Board office at The Bolton HUB, Bold Street, Bolton, BL1 1LS, so that we can contact you to arrange an interview.

We will go through your application form and discuss whether or not our scheme is appropriate for you.
